It has Two 3 bedded 

rooms downstairs & One 2 bedded 

room upstairs. 
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This structure is to the left of the 

heritage farmhouse.  The owners 

live downstairs, and upstairs is 

the whole floor for guests with 

Two bedrooms along with other

Room -Avighna : This is on the ground floor and has

   Guests also have the option of using the kitchen 

to cook their own meals. Provisions can be ordered 

and delivered at extra cost.

It occupies an 

area of 4,102 square kilometres (1,584 sq mi) in the Western Ghats of southwestern 

Karnataka. In 2001 its population was 548,561, 13.74% of which resided in the district's 

urban centres, making it the least populous of the 30 districts in Karnataka. Kodagu is well 

known in the world for coffee and its "brave warriors". 

Madikeri (English: Mercara) is the headquarters of Kodagu. The district is bordered by 

Dakshina Kannada district to the northwest, Hassan district to the north, Mysore district to 

the east, Kannur district of Kerala to the southwest, and the Wayanad district of Kerala to the 

south.
